4:30 pm – Official vetting for 25’s CTR&D. Vetting for lower distance 
for Sat. (optional) in White ring. Vetting first-first served, riders will 
choose start time for the ride.  

6:00pm – Vetting concludes, mandatory pre-ride briefing 
immediately follows in Youth Center. 

Saturday June 7th 

5:30 am – Breakfast in Youth Center. Final start times for 25 posted 
on the board in Youth Center 

6:30 am – Start of the 25, White ring. Drivers start first, 15min break 
before riders.  

7:00am -Vetting begins for 15-mile CDR & D, and those not vetted in 
earlier (Friday), White ring, vetting first come, you will choose your 
start time at vetting.  

8:30 am – Approx. time first riders will enter hold. Location TBD. 



8:30 am- Pre-ride briefing for CDR & D & Starter ride in Youth Center. 

9:00 am – Start of CDR &D. Drivers start first, 15-minute break 
before riders. No hold for CDR. Start will be in White Ring. Hold 
closing time is approx. 9:30. Location TBD. 

11:00 am- 25 miles competitors begin returning to GMHA. Finish at 
White ring 

11:20am – P&R at your stalls, vetting begins 

12:00 – LUNCH is available in Youth Center- volunteers & 
competitors 

2:00 – Lunch closes 

3:00 pm – Endurance managers, judges, scribes, meet in Youth 
Center
